Child-friendly justice, both as a conceptual framework and a practical approach, embodies the
transformative shift introduced by the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child,
particularly in the realm of justice for children. It reinforces a rights-based paradigm that continues
to evolve within criminal justice, fostering knowledge, methodologies, and standardized solutions to
complex challenges. This paradigm is embraced by scholars, researchers, and professionals engaged
in academic inquiry, legal theory, policy formulation, and the implementation of laws in this
domain. Within this framework, a structured system is developed to address the theoretical and
practical aspects of justice administration, viewed through the lens of children's rights.
This presentation covers:
e The Child-Friendly Justice Model — A holistic framework that integrates core principles,
rules, and specialized justice components tailored to uphold children’s rights.
o Empirical Research Findings — An original study evaluating the child-friendliness of
Greece’s juvenile justice system.
o University-Level Teaching on Child-Friendly Justice — A pioneering seminar offered
within the undergraduate curriculum of the Department of Sociology at Panteion University.
This course, designed by the presenter, emphasizes interdisciplinary and experiential
learning.
o Child Rights-Based Policy Development — The application of the child rights approach in
shaping the National Strategy for addressing juvenile violence and delinquency.
