The teaching of Juvenile Law in Greek Law Schools:

Historical development and future directions

Juvenile Law has been recognized as a distinct legal discipline. In the narrow sense of the term, this
discipline focuses on the criminal treatment of juvenile offenders, grounded on criminological
theory; in a broader perspective it includes the analysis of additional legal provisions concerning
children that are part of different legal disciplines, such as civil and labor law (Spinellis 1992,
Courakis 2012).

In the 1990s, Professor K.D. Spinellis noted that Juvenile Law was then a ‘discipline under
development’, as a ‘sufficiently autonomous or independent doctrine from other disciplines’ had not
been finalized. The International Convention on the Rights of the Child introduced modern concepts
of childhood in legal thinking. For instance, the Convention established the right of minors to
participate in legal proceedings (the right to be heard). Both the Convention and other Guidelines of
international and European organizations (such as the Guidelines on child-friendly justice,
Committee of Ministers, Council of Europe) have contributed to the development of the ‘Child
Law’, which is based on a multidisciplinary theoretical analysis of childhood (Artinopoulou 2010).

The presentation will examine the factors that contributed to the emergence of Juvenile Law as a
distinct subject within legal education in Greece. It will also highlight the specific training needs of
lawyers and judges involved in cases concerning children. In this context, examples of effective
educational practices implemented thus far in Greek legal academia will be presented. Finally, the
importance of strengthening the position of Child Law within legal studies will be emphasized.
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
