An initiative has been developed by a researcher from the University of Thessaly’s Child Rights
Center, that explores how Academia can actively promote children’s rights through Philosophy for
Children (P4C). By merging philosophical dialogue with playful, visual learning, the project
empowers children to engage in ethical reflection and dialogue about their rights, in line with the
UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC).

Central to this initiative is a picture-based game designed to stimulate a Community of Inquiry
(Col). The game features images portraying everyday scenarios related to core child rights—
education, participation, protection, identity—and prompts children to ask questions, reflect, and
discuss. This method encourages critical, creative, collaborative, and caring thinking, offering
children a voice in exploring concepts of justice, fairness, and responsibility.

The researcher will present the theoretical foundation of the approach, drawing from P4C and
rights-based education, and share insights from its application in educational settings. The aim is to
show how children, through image-triggered dialogue, can deepen their understanding of rights and
develop democratic dialogue skills in an inclusive, inquiry-driven environment.

The project highlights the potential of academic institutions to act as catalysts for social change,
using innovative pedagogical tools that bridge theory and practice. It argues that universities have a
vital role not only in researching and teaching about rights but also in modeling participatory, child-
centered education that brings rights to life.
