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Abstract

The presentation discusses the experiential approach to the concept of children's rights and the
promotion of their right to be heard and to participate in dialogue and collective decision-making
processes for their community, through the educational material for preschool and early school aged
children “The Tree House with the Little Animals of Rights,” created by the Initiative for Article 12
(PROTA.12). We will present the material, along with the theoretical and methodological approach
on which it is based and examples of its use to date in dozens of kindergartens and primary school
classrooms throughout the country. Emphasis will be placed on the presentations made by PROTA.
12, with the support of theater educators who are members of the group, to approximately 1,000
children, as well as the trainings that took place in person and by distance in the form of experiential
workshops for 700 teachers and students, in collaboration with the Department of Early Childhood
Education of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens and with the support of UNICEF
and the Center for Children's Rights of NKUA.
